Pasteur Edward Lee, Jr. successfully led our short mission team (5 people) in Haiti for formal training 

and seminars. Our Haitian hosts Pastor Jonathan and his wife Alexandra Joseph made us feel at home.  

We thank the Lord for their leadership. They oversee the connection of Haitian Baptists in Haiti.   

Since January 12, 2010, the Josephs have established a strong relationship with local churches in the 

central valley.  Pasteur Edward Lee, Senior Pastor at Mt. Olive Church and Mission Director of West 

Fresno Ministerial Alliance, ministered beyond Port - Au – Prince. 

In Port – Au – Prince, my assignment was to teach biblical theology to 30 Haitian students. I visited 

also two orphanages, the office of Mennonite Central Committee, Assemblee de la Grace, an 

Anabaptist Haitian Community, former Haitian missionaries in Congo, the Geffrards, and the 

Congolese missionary couple in Haiti, the Nzungas. 

Building up a strong Haiti upon unshakable foundation is what most Haitians have shared with me.  

New Haiti could be seen through the Mayor of Delmas, Mr. Jeudi Wilson.  He is using tax payer money 

to rebuild the infrastructure in Delmas.b. The city is clean.   

Rarely did I meet Haitians in their 70’s or above.  Most of the Haitian population is fairly young.  

After sharing the Gospel with young people at St. Christophe, several accepted Christ as Lord and 

Savior.  Together, we prayed for a Revival. Please,  pray for the New Haiti.
